- Lowland species, surrounded by higher elevations and mountainous areas
Anthropogenic barriers:
- Surrounded by lands converted to agricultural uses, some vegetation in vicinity to shift range if needed. The area is heavily browsed by cattle in the area. Much of the current habitat is also threatened by increasing urban development 
Land use changes: 
- Competitive energy resource zone in part of species’ distribution, and north of the species’ distribution
