Atriplex joaquiniana
Lifeform: Annual herb 
Blooming period: April-October 
Habitat: 
- Alkaline, Chenopod scrub, meadows and seeps, playas, valley and foothill grassland, seasonal wetlands with alkaline meadow (CNDDB, 2011). 
Section B

Sea Level rise: The overall species range has no threat to sea level rise 

Natural barriers: 
- Occurs on alkaline soils of low-lying bottom lands with a seasonal wetland hydrology in alkali sink areas and within this area it occurs on nearly barren salt-encrusted microsites (CNDDB, 2011). 
Anthropogenic barriers: 
· The area is relatively undeveloped because the alkaline soils have low suitability for agriculture, but urbanization is threatening the range in terms of the species being able to shift its range in response to climate change (CNDDB, 2011). 

· The species in adversely impacted by current livestock grazing practices that severely degrade alkaline communities, altering hydrologic regime causing soil disturbance and overgrazing of halophytic vegetation (CNDDB, 2011). 
Land use changes: 
- Wind energy development occurs within the species’ range, approximately in the middle, and geothermal energy projects occur to the west of the species’ range about 11 miles 

Section C

Dispersal: 
- No literature specifying any low dispersal or reasons of concern 
Disturbance: 
-Dependent on certain drainage patterns, but do colonize disturbed areas and areas devoid of most other species (CNDDB, 2011). 
Physical Habitat: 
-Restricted relatively to alkaline meadows and wetlands, but it is not restricted; the species can inhabit other types of habitat (CNDDB, 2011).
Phenology: 4-5 month bloom period; neutral (CNPS, 2011).
