- Plant has moved into former grasslands following reoccupation by Monterey Pines.  The location is across from the Monterey Peninsula Airport.  Certain road banks have been reoccupied by P. yadonii.  The seed of this plant are ultra small and could easily be transported by wind and or mud attached to an animal. No long distance dispersal is known (Yadon, 2011).

Disturbance: 
- Weed whacking for fire control could eliminate numerous known populations by removing the plants ability to produce mature seeds (Yadon, 2011).

Interspecific interactions: 
D: Yes, have mycorrhizal associations. The species is apparently reliant on certain soil mycorrhizae and earthworms to obtain depth of tuber and nourishment of newly germinated seed.  Reports of success of physical movement of plants by digging should be checked to determine if movement was truly successful or merely short term (Yadon, 2011).
